that were recently released into Chalet creek in North Saanich by students of the Deep
Cove School as part of an ongoing program to return salmon runs to the creek.

The release took place on the Robertson property, where community volunteers
have worked under the direction of Peninsula Streams to restore the natural ecological
balance of the stream.

Future projects of this nature in North Saanich are uncertain after the council voted
to cut their contribution to Peninsula Streams by 90 percent. A majority of council felt
tax dollars would be better spent by granting a 47 percent pay increase to themselves
and an increase of 77 percent for the mayor.

Councillor Peter Chandler, who pledged that he would be donating his pay increase
to Peninsula Streams, was joined by Councillors Greene and Williamson in voting against
the pay increase. Perennial tie breaker Councillor Anny Scoones voted with Mayor Daly
and councillors Fea and Shaw in favour of the pay increase. — Alex Marr
